JUNIOR PUPPY DOG (4)

Nice proportions. A bit close behind. His ears were so nice and plush. I worry that his skull
will widen. BEST PUPPY DOG

GRADUATE PUPPY DOG (1)

1. HUNTCREST MY GUY (Pope)
Quite a little coat grower especially for his age and considering his home weather. Very lovely
dog with superb balance. Sweet and masculine face, level topline. Skull a bit wide.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR DOG (1)

Good proportions and striking good looks. He raises his loin with tenseness. A little more ring
time and he’ll relax. Very sweet face. Close rear and lovely front.
