1. MARJORELLE THE AVIATOR WHEELS UP (Conley) 6-month-old richly
marked blen boy who is a lovely overall size and shape. Pleasing head and expression
with a well cushioned foreface and lovely dark eye and nose pigment. He has a nicely
arched neck, level topline and tailset. He needs to settle on the move, but he is an
exciting prospect and will watch his career with interest. BEST PUPPY DOG.

2. CARLEN ROYAL SECRET (Close) 7-month-old richly coloured ruby with lovely
earset, good pigment and gentle expression. Nicely balanced on the stand and holds a
level topline and tailset. Just needs to come together on the move, which will come
with maturity.

GRADUATE PUPPY DOG (3)

1. TUDORR RETURN OF THE VELVET TEDDY BEAR (Mixon/Mixon) 15 month
old blen who was shown in nice coat and condition, loved his overall size and
excellent spring of rib. He has good front and rear angulation and moved round the
ring keeping a level topline and tailset. Presented to perfection.

2. SERAPHAVEN CLARMARIAN QUINTESSENTIAL CLASSIC (Young-
May/Gogol) Blen boy built on smaller lines to the winner. He has the desired lozenge
and nice dark nose and eye pigment. Pleasing expression framed by well set and
feathered ears. Moved out well keeping a level topline and tailset, just a bit more
body would complete the picture.

3. KALAIS LEMME AT EM (Radanovic/Hess) Nicely shaped black and tan who
stands four square. Nice masculine head and expression and good strong tan as well
as dark nose and eye pigment. Well boned for size and moved OK coming and going,
just a bit proud of his tail today.

1. CHNIGHTINGALE WIPEOUT, JW, AW (Mulligan) Eye-catching well marked
blen boy. Dark eyes framed by well set ears, clear muzzle. He excels in neck that
shows his lovely outline off to advantage and has the correct amount of bone for his
size.

2. BROOKHAVEN CATCHING FIRE, JW (Ayers/Martz) This Ruby boy has the
most gentle but yet masculine expression with large dark expressive eyes and a well
filled muzzle. Ample bone for his size and good spring of rib. Moves out well and
with drive keeping a nice outline. One the stand he just needs to stretch out to show
off his overall shape but a quality boy shown in excellent coat and condition.

2. NIGHTINGALE NOT JUST JACK (Mulligan) Lighter marked with good strong
tan, nice neck and shoulders. Moved well keeping a neat outline.

With maturity he certainly
hasn’t lost what I think is one of the best neck and shoulders and which he uses to
advantage when he is on the move. He always glides round the ring never putting a
foot wrong.
