RINGSIDE READY REMINDER!

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have their dog ringside for all competitions for which they are eligible, including
dogs that are eligible to return to the ring for Reserve and Award of Merit competitions. The grooming area and hotel
rooms are not ringside. Dogs that are not ringside and ready to enter when called to join the competition may not be
allowed to enter the ring.

NEW JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP CLASSES!

Effective 8/1/22, Junior Showmanship now offers four (4) classes for our young handlers that allows them to compete with
others closer to their age. Participants can select to participate in only one class. (Refer to Class Definitions — Junior
Showmanship for detail definitions.)

To implement this change, the age ranges for the Junior and Senior Classes have been changed and two new classes are
offered — Intermediate and Pee Wee Classes.

Pee Wee Class participants can be 5 years of age and not yet 11 years of age and are allowed to have an adult in the ring.

Wins in the Junior, Intermediate, and Senior Classes count towards the Top Junior Showmanship Awards presented at the
Annual Awards Banquet.

Regardless of the class entered, a young handler can switch between Pee Wee and age eligible classes on a given day but
can participate in only one of the four classes on any given day.

Eye: Dr. Andrew Berdoulay, DVM, DACVO, Animal Eye Care Associates, Yorktown, VA, times TBA. Please arrive 20 minutes early
for application of dilating eye drops and to fill out paperwork (provided). Actual examinations take 5 minutes or less per
dog. Feeis $35.

Heart: Dr. Emily Westphal, DVM, DACIM (Cardiology) — CVCA Cardiac Care for Pets, Richmond, VA from 9:00 am until 4:00 pm. No
lubricant is placed on the dog for auscultation exam. Auscultations take 5 minutes per dog. Fee is $65. Echocardiograms
are being offered by appointment only and must be scheduled at least one week in advance. Echos take 15 minutes. Fee is
$275 (includes auscultation). Please arrive 10 minutes early to fill out paperwork.

NOTE: We should not be seeing dogs with known heart disease where the owners are looking for medication recommendations.
There is not time for this type of case during a clinic, especially since the portable echo machine we have available does not generate
a detailed report. You will just get the 3-part OFA Advanced Cardiac form with the results.

Pee Wee Puppy Fun Match will be held immediately following the lunch break all three days. Puppies 3 - 4 months of age are eligible to
compete. Puppy should be accustomed to a collar and lead or they may use a harness. This event is meant to be a good experience for
the puppy rather than highly competitive. Puppy must be current on all age appropriate vaccinations. Sign up at the show. Entry fee is

$5.

The term "Dog" applies to both sexes unless otherwise specified.

CONFORMATION (As of 2/21/19)

Official Conformation Classes (Championship Points awarded if entry justifies.)

Junior Puppy: Puppies 5 months but not yet 9 months.

Senior Puppy: Puppies 9 months but not yet 12 months.

Graduate Puppy: Dogs 12 months but not yet 18 months and not holding a CKCSC, USA championship title.

Novice: Dogs 5 months and older, never to have won any points at a CKCSC, USA or CKCSC Regional Championship Show, nor a major
win, nor a championship in any Registry in which the Breed is recognized.

Bred By Exhibitor: Dogs 5 months and older, owned by the breeder and handled in the ring by the breeder or his/her spouse or domestic
partner. The breeder is the registered owner of the dam at the time of mating.

Junior American Bred: Dogs 5 months but not yet 18 months, whelped in the USA of a mating that took place in the USA, and not holding
a CKCSC, USA championship if over 12 months of age.

American Bred: Dogs 18 months and older, whelped in the USA of a mating that took place in the USA and not holding a CKCSC, USA
championship title.

Second Generation American Bred: Dogs 5 months and older which are American Bred and of which both sire and dam are American
Bred, and not holding a CKCSC, USA championship title. (Offered at the National Specialty, Members Club Show, and Trudy Brown
Memorial Rally only.)

Health & Conformation: Dogs 5 years and older with an OFA certificate that shows an OFA registry number and states that the dog has
not evidence of hip displaysia after 2 years of age and certified clear within 1 year of the postmark closing date for that show of the
following diseases: Heart - by a board certified cardiologist; Patellar Luxation - by a licensed veterinarian or via an OFA certificate; Eyes
- by CERF of by a board certified veterinary opthalmologist's exam sheet indicating that the eyes are "normal". Copies of the 4
certificates must accompany the entry form for any dog entering this class.

Special Limit Blenheim: Blenheim dogs 5 months and older and not holding a CKCSC, USA championship title if over 12 months of age.

Special Limit Tricolor: Tricolor dogs 5 months and older and not holding a CKCSC, USA championship title if over 12 months of age.

Special Limit Ruby: Ruby dogs 5 months and older and not holding a CKCSC, USA championship title if over 12 months of age.

Special Limit Black & Tan: Black & Tan dogs 5 months and older and not holding a CKCSC, USA championship title if over 12 months of
age.

Open: Dogs 5 months and older.

Senior Open: Dogs 7 years and older.

Unofficial Conformation Classes (No championship points awarded.)

Veteran: Dogs 7 years and older.

Stud Dog: Stud dogs to parade with 2 or more of their get from at least 2 different litters, not necessarily in the same ownership. Get
must be entered in an Official or Unofficial Conformation Class at this Show. CLASS TO BE JUDGED ON QUALITY AND CONSISTENCY OF
GET ONLY.

Brood Bitch: Brood bitches to parade with two or more of their produce from at least two different litters, not necessarily in the same
ownership. Produce must be entered in an Official or Unofficial Conformation Class at this Show. CLASS TO BE JUDGED ON QUALITY
AND CONSISTENCY OF PRODUCE ONLY.

Brace: Two dogs 5 months or older, of the same color and in the same ownership but not necessarily of the same sex. CLASS TO BE
JUDGED ON SIMILARITY AND QUALITY.

Awards
All official conformation classes are judged for dogs, then bitches. Winners/Reserve Winners/Best Puppy competitions take place
after judging concludes for that sex. Initial competition for Special Awards Best Blenheim, Tricolor, Ruby, and Black-and-Tan In Show is
held after Best Puppy for that sex is awarded. Unofficial conformation classes, including Best Veteran In Show, are judged after the
competition for Winners/Reserve Winners Bitch/Best Puppy Bitch. The remaining Final and Special Awards follow the unofficial
conformation classes.

Final Awards (Championship points awarded if entry justifies.)

Winners (WD, WB): Awarded from the Class Winners.

Reserve Winners (RWD, RWB): Awarded from the remaining Class Winners and the second place dog to Winners.

Best Puppy (BPD, BPB): Awarded from eligible puppies under 12 months of age.

Best In Show (BIS): Awarded from Winners Dog and Winners Bitch.

Reserved Best In Show (RBIS): Awarded from the Opposite Sex Winner and the Reserve Winner to Best In Show.

Best Puppy In Show (BPIS): Awarded from the winners of the Best Puppy Dog/Bitch competitions after Reserve Best In Show
competition.

Award of Merit (AOM): Awarded after Reserve Winners from the remaining Class Winners and next placing dog to Reserve Winners or
the first AOM winner. (Up to two AOM'’s are awarded to each sex at all National shows and each Regional AGM trophy show.)
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Special Awards (No championship points awarded.)

Best Veteran In Show: Awarded from the winners of the Veteran Classes immediately following the Veteran Class competition.
Special Awards: Awarded from eligible dogs from all of the classes. The definition for the Special Award is the same as the associated
class definition. They must include:

Best American Bred in Show

Best Bred By Exhibitor In Show

Best Health and Conformation In Show (from the Class Winners)

Best Blenheim In Show

Best Tricolor In Show

Best Ruby In Show

Best Black-and-Tan In Show

Junior Class: Handlers 6 years but not yet 10 years. Dogs not to be placed upon the examining table.

Intermediate Class: Handlers 10 years but not yet 14 years. Dogs to be placed upon examining table.

Senior Class: Handlers 14 years but not yet 18 years. Dogs to be placed upon examining table.

1.  Where applicable, the Cavalier King Charles Spaniel Club, USA, (CKCSC, USA) “Procedure for Registration and Transfer of Dogs” and
“Show Rules” will be followed.

2. CKCSC, USA, Members can show any Cavalier King Charles Spaniel puppy that is registered with or awaiting registration with the
CKCSC, USA; has a Performance Event Number (PEN); or is ineligible for registration with the CKCSC, USA. Any non-member is
welcome to enter their Cavalier King Charles Spaniel puppy.

3. No puppy may be entered under a Judge by whom it was bred or to whom it currently or has previously belonged, including co-
ownerships.

4.  No Championship Points shall be earned at Pee Wee Puppy Matches.

5. Asingle class will be offered for puppies at least three (3) months of age, but not yet five (5) months. Best Pee Wee Puppy will be
awarded to the class winner. Puppies of the opposite sex to the winner will compete for Best of Opposite Sex to Best Pee Wee
Puppy. Critiques will be written for both winners.

6. Puppies must be current on all age-appropriate vaccinations. This is the owner’s responsibility. By entering the competition, the
owner acknowledges that the Cavalier King Charles Spaniel Club, USA, Inc., assumes no liability for any iliness contracted by the
puppy as a result of entering the competition.
